The Batter is not awarded 1st Base when the 
pitch bounces then hits them. 

 
 

Answer: False! 
Rule book reference 6.08(b) 

If the batter “made an attempt” to avoid 
being hit by the pitch and was not 

attempting to strike the ball, they are 
entitled to 1st base, no matter how many 

times it bounces.
